
TIME GRANT AT A GLANCE

· Funded by the National Science Foundation, the Technology Initiative in Manufacturing and Engineering (TIME) is a professional development opportunity for students, as well as mathematics/science/technology teachers and counselors. 
· East Mississippi Community College, Itawamba Community College and Mississippi State University’s Center for Science, Mathematics and Technology have received a three-year TIME grant of almost $900,000 to work in partnership with local high school students. EMCC’s share of the grant is about $200,000.

· Eighteen juniors from Columbus High School have been selected to receive four job readiness credentials, earn one college level three-hour credit course and have the opportunity to job shadow at four area companies. The students will also receive a $200 stipend for each semester completed. The job readiness credentials include a Career Readiness certificate from the governor’s office that shows basic workplace readiness skills, a 10-hour OSHA Basic Industrial Safety card, a Heartsaver CPR card from the American Heart Association, and a Manufacturing Skills Basic Certificate encompassing course work in basic math, precision measurement and metrics, blueprint reading, Lean manufacturing concepts, Value Stream Mapping and 5S, ISO 9001 and computer/employability skills.

· An additional component of the initiative is a professional development opportunity for counselors and mathematics, science and technology teachers in grades 7-12. TIME will develop a model that unites education and industry to train qualified technicians for the high-tech fields which are driving the economy.  The program goals are to increase opportunities for teachers and school counselors to experience applications of science, technology, engineering and mathematics in the technology-driven manufacturing world, as well as to experience community college courses/certifications that provide necessary skills sets for technology-driven jobs.
